GUYANESE PANCAKES (MALASADAS)  
 

Made and served on the Tuesday before Lent, Shrove Tuesday, these pancakes are different from the traditional flat pancakes. 

Ingredients: 2 cups all purpose flour, 1 heaping tbsp granulated sugar, 1 heaping tsp instant yeast, 1/4 tsp salt, 1 tsp vanilla ex-

tract, 3.4 cup milk (110-115 F),  3 eggs, (room temperature), optional 1/4 ground cinnamon.  

Mix dry ingredients in one bowl. Whisk eggs and vanilla gently in second bowl. Make a well in the center of the flour mixture. 

Pour in milk and eggs. Stir to make a smooth, thick batter. Cover and let rise for 90 minutes. In a deep frying pan, on medium 

heat, using 2 tablespoons, scoop and drop batter into the hot oil for 1 minute until nicely browned all over. Remove with a slotted 

spoon. Drain on paper towels. Serve warm with a drizzle of your favourite or home made syrup.

She supplied home-made  bread to her 

children weekly,  until the age of 102. The Cow Heel and Oxtail soup,  though, was lovingly 

made for the Saturday visits of her sons until she was 104.  In the Guyanese community and 

beyond, she is known for her poems and prayers,  expressions of her deep faith.   Agatha 

is   survived by her 7 children, 15 grandchildren, 19 great grandchildren,  and 4 great-great
